Eligibility: Australian players must be affiliated with their relevant State Croquet Assoc.
Equipment and grounds: Gateball courts will be prepared with painted lines, gates, balls and scoreboards. Players should provide their own sticks. There will be a few sticks available for loan if players do not own one.
Rules: We reserve the right to make an adaptation to the rules of triples play by allowing 3 or more players per team, using a rotating sequence and not allowing for any substitutions during the game. The Captain must be part of the playing triple team and therefore cannot be a non-playing Captain. The three players from each team play alternatively in sequence. Alternate play will continue irrespective of any Agari balls and during a tiebreak.(Shoot out for this tournament)
It is a foul if a player plays out of sequence. The ball played as a foul and any other balls moved as result of the foul are placed where they were before the stroke, and that player loses the right as stroker. The Chief Referee then calls the next ball. If, however, the foul is not discovered prior to the next ball being called, the foul is ignored, and the play continues with the new alternate sequence.
Waiting players may walk onto or across the court provided that such action does not interfere with the stroker's play. Waiting players shall not enter the court to provide advice to the stroker (such as pointing to a spot on the court or guiding partner’s aim for a spark).

All other Gateball rules, as published in the current version of the ‘Official Gateball Rules’ by the World Gateball Union 2019.
Referees: Matches will be conducted with a referee. All teams will be required to assist with duties as referees, scorers, record keepers and timekeepers.

Triples teams: For those who need to be placed into a team, these will be announced prior to the event.

Match Format: The event will be played in a round-robin or ‘block draw’. Final details will be available when the number of entries is known. Event Manager will decide the final format. Matches will be of 30 minutes duration in accordance with the Rules of Gateball.

Start Time – Arrive by 8am for an 8:30am start on both days. Finish Time – 3pm Sunday. Practice from 4pm Friday.

Dress Code: Teams are asked to wear a uniform (shirts) of similar colour if possible.

Inclement Weather: The Event Manager reserves the right to change the format of play and make other changes as may be necessary in the event of unfavourable weather.
