2. Treasurer (John E): presented the Financial Accounts Page.

Currently we have 2926 financial members in NSW. 

 The Lawn Maintenance Supplementary Report was also distributed, with a significant drop in lawn maintenance costs. New contract for Greenkeeper has been sent and we wait upon his return of the signed document. Lawns will not be closed over December/January as major work is not planned this year just fertilizing and weed removal. Lawns will be available for hire by Clubs and individuals over this period @ $5 per person per day.

3. Committee Reports were distributed to clubs. 

Additional report by Tournament Committee chairperson (Jacky McDonald) – watch the website continually for updated information regarding Tournaments.  Division 2 GC will be at Nowra and Division 3 GC  at Jamberoo. It is hoped that GC Handicap Doubles and Singles will be held at Ballina and Byron Bay. All members are encouraged to enter CNSW Events. Events will only be run if entries are 4 or more. Sydney Clubs are requested to come forward and agree to manage one(or more) CNSW Tournaments at Tempe.

1. Tournament Fees for CNSW Events increased to $30 in 2012. This was considered reasonable in light of Tournament Fees in other Competitions.

2. Clubs holding Tournaments for CNSW will receive $30 per lawn per day plus 20% of entry fees.

3. Changes to CNSW website – information given be David Archer and Roger Evans. Country Croquet Website merged into CNSW website now there is more storage capacity. David thanked Geof McDonald for his past dedication to the Country Croquet website. There are new sections and links on the webpage – contributions are welcome and should be sent to David.

5. West Street Nowra have sought affiliation with CNSW and have paid all required fees. Moved President Seconded Nowra that Club be accepted. Passed Welcome West Street Nowra.

6. SVP Roger would like to see Gala Day improved and gave a number of suggestions – he would welcome other ideas from any members. 

7. Congratulations to Rosie Graham for finishing 4th in the Women’s World GC Championships just completed in NZ. The four semi-finalists represented four different countries – England, New Zealand, Australia, Egypt. The winner was 22 year old Rachel Rowe from England who defeated Jenny Clarke from NZ over 5 hard fought games lasting over 5 hours. CNSW congratulates the NSW players who competed and thanks the contingent of NSW referees who travelled to NZ to assist.

8. Question from Sutherland regarding CNSW letter to ACA about extending the handicapping system to cover doubles play. President suggested that the Croquet NZ handicapping policy be looked at in its entirety. CNSW will continue to discuss this problem and bring it before the ACA President. Robust discussion followed.
