CONDITIONS OF PLAY 

(full details will be in the Tournament Program)

1. All events will be played under the current rules of Golf Croquet approved by the World Croquet Federation and adopted by Croquet Australia 

2. Limited to 64 players based on World Ranking. Entrants who do not have a World Ranking will be assigned one by the ACA Selection Committee. This is a seeded event.
3. Initial blocks of up to 8 (single life 13 point games). Players placed 1 to 4 in each block (based on games, then net points) will proceed to the knockout stage (best of three 13 point games). If players are still tied for a place in the knockout then the players concerned will play a 13 point game to determine the winner, or other method at Manager’s discretion.
4. The remaining players shall proceed to the Plate Event.  This event will be block play (single life 13 point games) with semi finals and final. Players who are reserves in the main events may also enter the plate event.

5. Hoops are to be set as near as possible to 3 11/16 inches.  To allow for inaccuracies in gauges, balls, hoops and setting techniques, a tolerance of ± 1/32 inch is allowed.
6. If a ball remains jammed in a hoop at the end of a stroke then the striker may elect to replay the stroke.
7. Dawson International balls will be used.
8. All games will initially be un-timed. The Tournament Manager may impose a time limit of an additional 15 minutes of play after a game has been in progress for at least 1 hour. 
9. Practice on the day before the tournament commences will be allowable from 1pm onwards at the discretion of the Tournament Manager. Courts may be available for practice up to 7.50am each day and after the completion of play for the day. 
10. There will not be a warm up period before each game. 
11. Games will be double banked as required.  
12. The Tournament Manager in consultation with the Executive of Croquet Australia may make any alterations to the program, draw and other arrangements as are necessary in order to complete the tournament in the time available.

13. Programs will be available from Tournament Headquarters at registration held on Friday 28th August from 1pm – 4.30pm. A briefing on the Tournament conditions will also be provided at 4.30pm.
14. Matches are to commence at 8.00am sharp unless otherwise notified.
