CROQUET  -COME AND HAVE A GO!!
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Croquet is a sport which has been around in its present form since 1850’s.  A friendly game, easy to understand, and fun to play, Croquet requires only one basic skill – that of propelling a ball with accuracy.

Although Croquet can look complicated, the basic idea of the game is very simple and can be easily learned in a few practice sessions.  The main formats played in New South Wales are – Association Croquet , Golf Croquet, Ricochet and Aussie Croquet.  
All versions of the game are played with four balls – Black and Blue, and Red and Yellow, (or second colours Green and Brown, Pink and White) and can be played as singles or doubles.  Red and Yellow always play against Black and Blue, or Green and Brown against Pink and White.  In doubles play you have, say, red and your partner yellow and in singles you play both red and yellow.
To play croquet you need to learn two basic skills:

1. to make your ball hit another ball (this is called a roquet)

2. to hit your ball through a hoop
ASSOCIATION CROQUET - the object of the game is to get both balls around a course of 12 hoops in a set order (see plan on reverse) and finish by hitting the Centre Peg, (which has given us the phrase “pegging out”). Thus each ball scores 12 hoops and a Peg Point– maximum score is 26.  The game is over when one player has “Pegged Out” – however at club level games are limited to 2½ hours playing time – players with most Hoops wins.
In this game if you hit a ball (roquet) you gain two extra shots and if you run a hoop you get another shot.
GOLF CROQUET.  
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The object is to score hoops in the same order as in Association Croquet, however in Golf Croquet each turn consists of  one stroke only: no extra shots are gained by running a hoop or hitting another ball - although opposing balls can be knocked out of the way.  All players contest the same hoop.  The side that first gets a ball through Hoop 1 scores a point, that hoop is abandoned and all balls go for the next hoop in order (i.e. Hoop 2).  The winner is the side that scores the most points. 
Games can be played as 7, 13 or 19 point games - the first player or side to score 4, 7 or 10 points is the winner.  

RICOCHET
This game is similar to Association in that you get two free shots if you roquet and one if you run a hoop. Players must play in a set rotation

AUSSIE CROQUET
Aussie Croquet has been developed mainly for junior players
The above gives the essentials of the game; all other rules and modifications will be made clear during coaching sessions.

Some of the attractions of croquet

· Men and women can complete on equal terms.

· Age presents no barrier.  Membership varies from under 10 to over 80.

· A handicapping system means that novice players can play enjoyable and close games with experienced players.

· Croquet can be played for social relaxation or as a very competitive and tactical game.  It is equally enjoyable either way. 
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THE COURT
The first Hoop is in the bottom left hand corner.
A croquet court is 35 yards by 28 yards.
