CNSW FORMATION OF A GOLF CROQUET STATE PRACTICE SQUAD.

EXPRESSIONS OF INTEREST (EOI’S) ARE SOUGHT FROM ABLE AND COMMITTED GOLF CROQUET PLAYERS.

Committed and skilled NSW affiliated players are encouraged to vie for inclusion in a soon-to-be-formed GC State Practice Squad. Selection to the NSW Interstate Team to contest the Inter State Shield should be from this Squad.

The Squad will comprise 12-16 GC players, the places evenly divided between men and women players.  Competitive players who can meet the following criteria are encouraged to apply:

· participate in both state and national GC singles and doubles, and in men’s or women’s state and national championships;

· travel to Tempe and to regional locations for training weekends;

· prepare and commit to a measurable practice regime;

· provide reports and feedback to the Squad Manager as required.
In submitting the EOI, players must indicate their availability to compete in the above events, comment on any periods of time longer than one month when they may be unavailable, indicate availability to attend training weekends and include a practice plan to which they will commit.

Expressions of Interest should be emailed to secretary@croquet-nsw.org by COB Friday 7th February, 2014. The Executive will work with Selectors to finalize the GC State Practice Squad.

NOTE

For Players who are striving to reach state level standard, but need further development, the Executive is considering forming a State Development Squad. Workshops for these Players might be conducted regionally in association with State Squad practices. Should this be implemented, EOI’s for inclusion in any workshops will be sought when a program is finalized.
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
